Incommunicable Attributes of God

1. Which incommunicable attributes were previously unfamiliar to you? (Independence, Unchangeableness, Eternity, Omnipresence, Unity) What new aspects about these attributes do you think you learned about today that you did not know before?



2. What is your favorite description of God from the Bible (e.g. “Lamb of God”, “Bridegroom”, “Shield”, etc.)? What do these descriptions, or “anthropomorphisms”, say about the character of God? What do they mean to you personally?

3. Though we reflect God’s “incommunicable” attributes less than his “communicable” attributes, we still display even the incommunicable attributes in some small ways—more so than the rest of God’s creatures. Can you think of how? How can we grow to be more like God in these attributes (especially unchangeableness and unity)?



4. In terms of unchangeableness, are you faithful in your commitments? Are you loyal to those who are close to you, especially your family?



5. In terms of unity, how can we grow in having a well-balanced personality, not allowing some attributes to downplay others?


6. How would the doctrine of God’s unchangeableness help you answer the following questions: “Will we be able to do a good job raising children in such an evil world as we have today?” “Is it possible to have the same close relationship with God that people had in Bible times?”
