Are you careful to not let sinful jealousy control your life?

ATTRIBUTE: Selflessness/Humility (Philippians 2:5-8)

Do you have the same kind of servant attitude that Jesus had while He was on earth?

1. Which attributes does it appear you are the strongest in?

2. Which attributes do you think you are weakest in?

3. Do you see yourself the same way that you think God sees you? Do other people see you the same way that God sees you?

4. What do you like about yourself and why? What do you think God likes about you and why? Is there anything that could make Him love you less? Are there things in your life that can grieve Him?

5. How deep and personal is your relationship with God? Do you desire to be transformed more into His image?

6. Think about a time in your life when you felt most close to God. What do you think facilitated that intimacy? If you are not feeling that close to Him right now, then what is different about today than it was back then?

7. If you were to reflect God’s attributes in a greater way, what would you expect would have to change about yourself? Without regard to how difficult it might be, what specific things do you think God wants you to change (behaviors, beliefs, attitudes, etc.)? Why? For each one of these, why do you think it hasn’t changed?

8. What about God’s attributes and character do you want to know more about? Why? What are you specifically willing to do/invest to learn more about God?
