iFire School of Ministry: Week 8

Angelology

1. Most of the time we don’t think about angels. Yet they are all around us. They worship with us. They serve God with us. There is real spiritual battle taking place. How should that affect our Christian thinking? Our prayers? Pray about this if you have time at the end.

2. When we do think about angels, we often only think about their amazing-ness compared to us. Although it is true that we are “for a little while lower than the angels” (Heb. 2:7), someday it will be different. Paul asks, “Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? And if you are to judge the world, are you not competent to judge trivial cases? Do you not know that we will judge angels?” (1 Cor. 6:2-3). What does this say about our position to God vs. the angels? How’s that for your self-esteem?

3. People often ask how God could let so many people go to Hell. But is that really the most proper way to phrase the question? Some angels, just like mankind, chose to sin against God though they knew it would lead to death. But mankind was given a second chance, whereas the fallen angels were not given a second chance. Isn’t a more interesting question rather, “How come God lets so many people not go to hell?”
